Each athlete has Pre-Participation Physical Evaluation Form (required
annually) and Student Acknowledgement of Rules Form (www.tapps.net)
on file.

Prepare statistics and attend All District/District Certification meeting.
Review ALL DISTRICT Selection information on TAPPS website.

Submit team roster and photo for state program by date shown on TAPPS
calendar.
