11. Insure that the Eligibility Form is completed in TAPPSTER before
participation in the first meet. Any changes to the eligibility form are
to be made in TAPPSTER.

12. Each athlete has Pre-Participation Physical Evaluation Form (required
annually) and Student Acknowledgement of Rules Form
