ÅStudents enrolled in 9-12 grades

ïArticle V

ÅStudent has not reached 19 by September 1

ÅHigh School
ïFour Consecutive Years since originally enrolling in the ninth 

grade

ïRepeat in High School and lose senior year of eligibility

ÅNot a high school graduate

Constitution

Article V

ÅFull Time Day Student
ïEnrolled in Four Academic Classes

ïNot Failing more than one (1) classes

» At end of reporting period

» Ineligible for at least two weeks

ïSchool Criteria can be more stringent than TAPPS, but may not 
be less

TRANSFER DEADLINES

ÅStudents must be registered and attending the 
member school 15 days by the following:

ÅFall September 23

ÅWinter January 6

ÅSpring March 3
